“Shan Hai King”and the Myths of Yu and Yi

Ye Shuxian

[Abstract] The book Shan Hai King has been viewed as the works of Yu, a reputed founder of
Xia Dynasty, and Yi who was Yu’ s subject since ancient times. Based on the statement that“Yu hamess-
es the rivers and names the mountains” in Shang Shu and the obvious inclination for categorying and nam-
ing shstances, meanwhile examing belief on spiritual saying and magic thought in Shan Hai King, which
was taken the withcraft signs as the center throughtout the action of hamessing rivers, this paper tries to
explain the background of magic thought in Shan Hai King regarded as a book on sorcery and the interre-
lations and interdependence between this book and Yu considered as a wizard Meanwhile, the paper also
gives consideration to the incantation and the footwork of Yu.
